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Chart 2 plots the changes in firms’ combined ratio against 2023 GWP. In general, the larger firms (writing more
than £1 billion of UK Motor gross written premium) all experienced increases in combined ratio. For most firms
with smaller UK motor portfolios, there is no clear relationship shown between size of firm and change in combined
ratio. However some firms in this group suffered substantial increases in their combined ratio.
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Chart 3 plots firms’ 2023 combined ratio against their 2023 gross written premium. For most firms, there is no
strong pattern linking the size of a firm’s UK motor portfolio with its combined ratio during 2023. A small number of
firms suffered combined ratios of c. 200% or more. Note that some firms, for example Haven, reported significant
negative expenses in their SFCRs, resulting in a combined ratio that is less than the corresponding loss ratio (claims
divided by premiums).
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Chart 4 plots firms’ 2023 Solvency Ratio against their 2023 GWP. Overall, insurers remain well capitalised.
Although Premier (bottom left corner) discloses a solo entity Solvency Ratio of close to 100%, it indicates in its
SFCR that its parent holding company maintains a group solvency ratio in excess of 140%.

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Firms’ resilience to 2023’s challenging
UK Motor market conditions

With increasing supervisory interest in the viability of insurance firms’ business models, our final two charts
investigate the strength of firms’ disclosed financial foundations.

Chart 5 shows firms’ 2023 Solvency Ratio against their 2023 combined ratio.

Chart 5 - 2023: Solvency Ratio vs COR%
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Itis hard to know how to interpret this chart, in particular how the magnitude of 2023 underwriting losses compares
to the financial resources of a given firm. To address this question, we have calculated a resilience measure for firms
in our study that we have called the 2023 Loss Impact Indicator. This is the ratio of a firm’s UK motor underwriting
losses arising during 2023 divided by its disclosed excess financial resources at the year-end. Box 2 sets out a more
technical definition. Broadly speaking, firms with a higher indicator have less financial resilience to a repeat of losses
at 2023 levels.
